1. The preferred method of RSVP is through email using http://
www.evite.com.

On the
Evite invitation you will RSVP by clicking "yes" for attending, or "no" for not
attending. Please do not select "maybe”. This will not make a reservation
for you. You will also provide your luncheon menu choice in the comment
section.

Coordinate volunteers for the admissions tables with the Volunteer Coordinator; Have vendor and
volunteer lists at admissions table to check off; Make sure the admissions profits are properly handef
over to OSC Treasurer.

Booth Judging Coordinator - Create a booth judging form to score booths based on cer-
tain criteria; Attend Craft Fair set-up and make initial judgments on vendor booths; Narrow down
